Correctly adjusted “quality U-bolts” give optimal spring performance
and prevent early breakage!

Torque recommendations: Weweler-Colaert always recommend to use vehicle
manufacturer U-Bolt torque specifications.

The recommended U-Bolt torque specs will help to keep your leaf springs tight and
maintained. If the OE specifications are not available, we recommend to use the standard
torque values for bolts and rods. (see FAQ U-bolt torque recommendations.)
